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﻿Brazil had a significant presence at the 
2024 Paris Olympics, sending a delegation 
of around 300 athletes who competed 
across various sports. The country 
achieved impressive results, securing a 
total of 20 medals: 4 gold, 8 silver, and 8 
bronze.

Rebeca Andrade  shined in gymnastics, 
winning a gold medal in the floor exercise 
and three silver medals in the vault, 
all-around, and team events.
Beatriz Souza  earned gold in judo (+78 kg), 
Tatiana Weston-Webb claimed silver in 
surfing.

Brazil's performance placed them among 
the top 20 countries on the medal table, 
showcasing the depth and talent of their 
athletes across a range of disciplines.
